These interrogatories call for all information (including information contained in writing) as is known or reasonably available to Defendant, Defendant’s attorneys or any investigators or representatives or others acting on Defendant’s behalf or under Defendant’s direction or control, not merely such information as is known to Defendant’s own personal knowledge.

If you cannot answer any of these interrogatories in full after exercising due diligence to secure the information to do so, so state and answer the interrogatory to the extent possible, specifying your inability to answer the remainder, the reasons therefor, the efforts taken to secure the answers to the unanswered portions, and stating whatever information or knowledge you have concerning the unanswered portions, please also identify the persons you believe to have such knowledge, what you believe the correct answer to be and the facts upon which you base your answer.

If you consult any document or person in answering these interrogatories, identify in regard to each such interrogatory the person and/or document consulted.

“YOU”, “YOUR”, “YOURS”, and/or “DEFENDANT” shall mean and refer to Lions & Tigers & Bears Petshop as well as its agents, attorneys, employees, accountants, family members, investigators, or any other person acting on his behalf.

“COCKATIEL” means the cockatiel in question during the events that transpired on January 31, 2005 in the Lions & Tigers & Bears Pet Shop.   


13.
“PLAINTIFFS” shall mean and refer to Betty Hilton on behalf of her minor child Rita Hilton, and Rita Hilton, a minor.

INTERROGATORY NO. 1:


Identify all persons responding to these interrogatories.  In answering this interrogatory, include the full name, address, telephone number, and position held of each person responding.

INTERROGATORY NO. 2:


Identify the legal owners of Lions & Tigers & Bears Petshop.  In answering this interrogatory, include the full name, address, telephone number, and interest in said company of each individual or entity.

INTERROGATORY NO. 3:


Identify YOUR business liability insurance carrier.  In answering this interrogatory, include the policy  full name of the company, address, telephone number, and name of agent.

INTERROGATORY NO.4:


Specify the terms of your business liability insurance policy, including liability limits and dates of coverage.
INTERROGATORY NO. 5:


Describe all the events that transpired the day of the EVENT, from the time PLAINTIFFS entered the premises until the time PLAINTIFFS left the premises, including what YOU did after PLAINTIFFS left the premises. 

INTERROGATORY NO. 6:

Identify all DOCUMENTS which evidence the EVENT, including but not limited to purchase agreement of COCKATIEL, receipt of sale of COCKATIEL, health/veterinary inspection of COCKATIEL, post-EVENT paperwork, etc.

INTERROGATORY NO. 7:


State in detail your position with respect to the COMPLAINT.

INTERROGATORY NO. 8:

Please state all facts upon which YOU base any denial of any claim made by PLAINTIFFS.

INTERROGATORY NO. 9:

Please identify all DOCUMENTS upon which YOU rely in claiming that any person other than YOU has any liability in the EVENT.

INTERROGATORY NO. 10:

State all facts in support of YOUR contention that YOU do not owe a duty to PLAINTIFFS.

INTERROGATORY NO. 11:

State all facts in support of your claim that the COCKATIEL was provoked by PLAINTIFF and subsequently the EVENT took place.

INTERROGATORY NO. 12:

Identify with specificity, all causes and illness associated with the COCKATIEL prior to the EVENT.

INTERROGATORY NO. 13:

Identify all damages claimed to be the result of the PLAINTIFFS’ actions in regards to the EVENT. 

INTERROGATORY NO. 14:

Identify all documents, procedures, and remedies taken/given to the COCKATIEL after the EVENT.

INTERROGATORY NO. 15:

Identify all signage posted in the general area of the COCKATIEL, what the signs/postings said, and why they were placed in the area.

INTERROGATORY NO. 16:

Identify any documentation, written reports, or other articles leading you to believe at any time prior to the EVENT or post-EVENT that the COCKATIEL was or was not ill.

INTERROGATORY NO. 17:

If YOUR response to the preceding Interrogatory was the affirmative, please identify with particularity to allow the requesting party to fashion and inspection demand, all such documents.

INTERROGATORY NO. 18:

Describe in detail any signs and/or behavior on the part of the COCKATIEL YOU observed prior to the EVENT that would lead YOU to believe the COCKATIEL may be ill or have signs of illness.

Indicate whether YOU were aware or made aware of the 2005 quarantine of Arizona poultry placed in effect on the transport and/or sale of poultry from the State due to a contagious virus.
